Approval of the Agenda:

The agenda was approved as distributed. 

Approval of Minutes:

The minutes of the January 13, 2000 meeting were approved as distributed in the meeting packet.  

State Archivist's Report:
Gordon Hendrickson reviewed the  written report he had distributed to the Commission.  He highlighted the records issues being addressed in the State Legislature and discussed the status of appropriations bills for the Department of Cultural Affairs and its grant programs.  Dr. Hendrickson discussed the space crunch facing the State Archives and Records Program and reminded the Commission that Governor Vilsack had not recommended the Department of General Services' budget request for renovation of the Records and Property Center.  Despite the lack of funding for additional State Archives and Records Program space, the issue remains and the program staff will be seeking a way to address that need.  Commissioners suggested that simply closing the State Archives to additional transfers of permanent records could have the undesirable  effect of agencies discarding records without regard for existing records retention schedules.  

Dr. Hendrickson reviewed announcements of upcoming meetings which may interest Commissioners.

Old Business:

The Commission's Administrative Rules Review Committee reported that it had not yet met and did not have a report.  It anticipates having a report at the July meeting.  Dr. Hendrickson indicated that the Department of Cultural Affairs has included review of the administrative rules for the State Records Commission in its response to Executive Order 8 and Executive Order 9.

Eldon Sperry moved and Scott Bertness seconded a motion to approve the Records Retention and Disposition Schedules as presented in the meeting packet.  The motion was approved unanimously.
